WHEREAS, the mission of Ride to Work, Inc. is to advocate and
support the use of motoreycles for transportation and to provide information
about transportation riding to the public: and

WHEREAS, for many people riding motoreycles or scooters is an
cconomical. efficient and socially responsible form of mobility that saves energy,
helps the environment, and provides a broad range of other public benefits; and

WHEREAS, according (o the United States Census Bureau and the Department
of Transportation, over eighty million cars and light trucks are used for daily comrnuting
on Anierican roads and approximately 200,000 motorcycles and scooters are a regular
part of this mix, On Ride to Work Day, the practical side of riding becomes more visible
as a larger number of America's 8.000,000 cycles are ridden to work; and

WHEREAS, Ride to Work Day helps demonstrate how motorcycles and scooters make
parking casier and traffic Mlow better, motorcyclists reach their destinations in less time than those
using automobiles, and motoreycles and scooters consume less resources per mile than
automobiles and take up less space on roads.
