Bill now rides his motorcycle to work. He’s doing it because he knows
his bike is a practical vehicle and not just a toy for weekends. He’s
having a good time, too! Motorcycles take far less space than
four-wheel vehicles when traveling and when parked. In addition to
having a smaller ‘footprint’ than an automobile, motorcycles are more
nimble and maneuverable, and these attributes speed traffic flow.
